2010 was another busy year for the Society. We
completed the process of restructuring the secretariat in
June, with the appointment of Dr Annie Geraghty as our
Education Manager. With the new team in place we
were in a far stronger position to deliver an ambitious
programme fo our membership and wider public.

Traditional BPS meetings and education activities
continued, further details are outlined on p16 and p22.
There were some new additions to our programme in
2010. We held a joint meetfing with the Physiological
Society and NC3R’s on cardiovascular models, which
attracted 90 delegates from 30 different organizations.
We were also fortunate to receive funds from the
Medical Research Council fo hold a week-long Short
Course in Translational Pharmacology. There was clearly
demand for a course of this nature, as we received 140
applications for the 40 places available, and we hope
to be able to run a similar course in the future.

12009 figures in brackets
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The quadrennial WorldPharma Congress was held in
Copenhagen in July, and atiracted over 3000 delegates
from 80 countries. BPS was a major sponsor of the
event, supporting three well-attended conferences and
our President Emeritus, Jeff Aronson, was invited to give
the Opening Lecture. The Congress provided an ideal
environment fo promote BPS, by supporting the scientific
programme, making use of our exhibition stand fo
launch the newly-branded Society stand and promotional
materials fo recruit new members, and to hold meetings
fo deepen collaboration with our counterparts in other
national associations such as the North American,
Australasian and Chinese Pharmacological Societies.

A popular element of our presence at the meefing was
the networking event organized by the BPS Young
Pharmacologisfs in conjunction with their Danish
counterparts. This atfracted delegates from many
countries, including Bangladesh, Australia, Serbia

and the US. The “I Love Pharmacology” T-shirts (which
the commitiee commissioned fo raise funds fo support
attendance of an African scientist at the next Congress
in Cape Town 2014, also became a "must have” item,
and sold out at the Winter Meeting! More information on

We continued with our programme of outreach events,
taking the Science of Curry, from last year's Cheltenham
Science Festival on a four of schools, in conjunction
with the Department of Business Innovation and Skills’
Science: So Whate (So Everything) campaign. We
continued our regular attendance at Cheltenham with
the ‘Science of Chocolate’, the event sold out — the

free samples, courtesy of Thomtons, proving particularly

popularl We also held the first ever Public lecture at the
Winter Meeting, with members of the general public
making up 50% of the audience, we were fortunate
that Professor Les Iversen agreed fo talk about Bringing
Cannabis Back info the Medicine Cabinet. More

A maijor step forward in 2010 was the launch of our new
BPS website in November. The new website incorporates
a business networking site for members which is already
hosting discussions on matters of topical interest. We
confinued to develop our social networking presence, and
support fo these sites has grown considerably during the
year, at time of writing we had over 1000 fans (230)' on
Facebook and over 400 (187) followers on Twitter. More

We continued to develop activities with a clinical focus,
originally spearheaded by Jeff Aronson, such as the
Prescribe project and Prescribing Skills Assessment with
the Medical Schools Council. We also worked closely
with the Royal College of Physicians Medicines Forum,
through the Renaissance of Clinical Pharmacology
working party.

A maijor focus this year o review how well BPS meets the
needs of its members in industry and biotech companies,
particularly in the light of the changing pharmaceutical
industry landscape. Martin Todd was appointed Chair of
a working party which has been very acfive throughout
the period under review. More details about the industry
group are available on p15 but highlights included



organizing a Careers Pathway session at the Genesis
Biotechnology Networking conference, providing support
to staff made redundant from big pharma companies,
and providing input info the BPS meetings and education
programmes, fo ensure that the needs of our members in
this sector are met in the future.

On the policy front, the Society was active both pre and
post the general election. Leffers were sent to Prospective
Parliamentary Candidates emphasizing the contribution
of pharmacology as a discipline to the health and
wealth of the nation. We atfended the science election
hustings and supported the Science is Vital campaign,
by campaigning for ringfencing around science funding
in the comprehensive spending review. We continued fo
work closely with CaSE, the Campaign for Science and
Engineering and contributed to the UK Border Agency
and Migration Panel Consultation on Non-EU Migrants.

We were delighted to see a further rise in the Impact
Factors of the Society’s journals to 5.204 for the BJP and
3.246 for the BJCP. We also launched a recruitment
campaign for new BPS members, which involved
targeting authors of accepted papers to the Society's
journals, affracting @1 new members.

We also pursued collaboration with other Societies,
including work with the Society of Biology on the
accredifation of in vivo science degree courses;
sponsorship of the ELRIG/SBS (European Laboratory
Robotics Interest Group and Society of Biomolecular
Sciences) conference; support fo a series of five EPHAR

lectures; and joint sessions at the BPS Winter Meeting
with the AHPPI [Association of Hospital Pharmaceutical
Physicians in Industry); BTS (British Toxicology Society)
and the British Hypertension Society.

The year ended on a high note with 809 registrants for
the Winter Meeting — the highest figure in recent years,
held alongside workshops on Stem Cells and GART
(General and Advanced Receptor Theory) workshop, the
latter of which sold out and will be repeated in July 2011
due fo ifs popularity.

We are grateful for the support of the following officers
and trustees who completed their terms of office atf the
end of 2010: Professor David Williams (VP Clinical),

Education and meetings

Throughout the year, our Officers and the Secretariat worked together to deliver infegrated services to members and external groups, to ensure that our charitable objectives and the needs
of basic scientists, clinicians and industrialists, are met as efficiently and effectively as possible, across the following areas:

Promulgate excellent scientific research by running high-quality scientific meetings and educational courses, including exploring collaboration with other Societies, in particular the Society of Biology. Develop more distinct
identities for each type of scientific meeting, capitalizing on the success of the James Black concept:

Continue to develop and deliver high-quality Diploma workshops and e-learning resources; maintain a presence at undergraduate/careers fairs and teachers’ conferences; use the enhanced BPS website to promote
education, especially in Infegrative Pharmacology.

Work with the Depariment of Health’s e-learning for Health Initiative to deliver Prescribe, a web-based training tool to inculcate safe prescribing principles in the training of undergraduate medical students. Work with the
Medical Schools Council and other stakeholders fo develop a national Prescribing Skills Assessment scheme.

* Throughout 2010, BPS confinued to promote the importance of Pharmacology fo society in general through its support for education in schools, universities and research insfitutes and by providing resources, practical
fraining courses and careers advice

* The BPS Winter Meeting, london 2010, attracted over 800 scientists of whom 81 were non-members, while many of our educational workshops, such as ‘General and Advanced Receptor Theory’, were oversubscribed.
The joint BPS / Medical Research Council ‘Short Course in Translational Pharmacology” atiracted 140 applications for 40 places while ‘Cutting Edge Concepts in Lung Pharmacology’ — a focused meeting - attracted 55
registrants. Overall, BPS educational activities and meetings provided access fo high quality scientific content for nearly 1000 members including 151 non-members

* The Society further promoted the discipline of Pharmacology through collaborations on a range of meeting activities with other organizations, including: The Physiological Society, the Brifish Hypertension Society, The British
Toxicology Society, the Association for Human Pharmacology in the Pharmaceutical Industry, the International Union of Basic and Clinical Pharmacology and the National Centre for the Replacement, Refinement and
Reduction of Animals in Research

* Demonstrating a commitment to securing the future of Pharmacology throughout Europe, BPS sponsored a tofal of 5 lectures, 1 symposium and 2 educational courses arranged by the Federation of European

Pharmacological Societies [EPHAR) in 2010

* To encourage participation in our meetings from as many individuals as possible, BPS made in excess of £58,000 in bursary payments to 123 applicants

 BPS ran six workshops during 2010, atiracting 95 participants of whom 27 were sfudents for the Diploma in Pharmacology

* The Society participated in 5 careers fairs, where we highlighted opportunities available fo young scientists studying pharmacology. In addition, we coorganized a Life Sciences Careers Conference for bioscience
undergraduates and postgraduates at King's College London, which atiracted around 200 bioscience delegates

* BPS coorganized the ‘Biology in the Real World: Design for Life’ symposium at the Association for Science Education Annual Conference and provided a speaker fo enthuse and inspire feachers with a talk on Stem Cells
in Medicine - The Future?

* The Society’s elearning package, PharmaCAlogy, continued fo be a popular resource among UK and international academic departments of pharmacology

* BPS responded to cuts in funding at the Department of Health's e-leaming for Health project by commissioning the development of a pilot of the Prescribe resource. Prescribe, which aims fo help medical students and others
develop a firm grounding in the principles of basic and clinical pharmacology which underpin safe and effective prescribing in the NHS, will be made available free of charge to UK medical students

* Work continued on the Prescribing Skills Assessment with our stakeholders including the Medical Schools Council. The aim of the assessment is to encourage safer prescribing — with resultant benefits to UK Society — by
providing a reliable and validated assessment for UK medical students that will serve to ensure that core prescribing competencies outlined in Tomorrow's Doctors (2009) are achieved by all. A pilot assessment conducted
during 2010 produced encouraging feedback from students, who indicated that they had concems about their ability to prescribe, and felt that the content and level of difficulty of the assessment were appropriate for a fest
of their prescribing skills

* The Society continued to contribute fo the Royal College of Physicians’ Medicines Forum - Physicians, Patients and the Pharmaceutical Industry - through the Renaissance of Clinical Pharmacology sub-group

* The BPS Clinical Section engaged with the Centre for Workforce Infelligence over Clinical Pharmacology and Therapeutics (CPT) workforce risks and opportunities, and held discussions with the Joint Royal Colleges of
Physicians’ Training Board on the curriculum for CPT Specialist Registrar (SpR) training.

* The three clinical symposia held af the BPS Winter Meeting, London 2010, were supplemented by a well attended SpR training session

* The Society awarded prizes to 34 undergraduate medical students from 21 universities in 2010. By encouraging interest in clinical pharmacology among medical students, we hope that they will choose it as their
specialty and ensure the continued influence of our discipline on the UK healthcare system

* The three BPS-sponsored symposia at the 2010 WorldPharma Expo were well attended and generated review arficles for our journals. We also used the event fo hold planning sessions with the Chinese Pharmacological
Society, American Society for Pharmacology and Experimental Therapeutics and the Australasian Society for Clinical and Experimental Pharmacologists and Toxicologists,with the aim of ensuring the continued flow of world
class scientific information between international societies of pharmacology

* Another well-attended event, the BPS-sponsored EPHAR lecture, was delivered by Thomas Lénngren, who was European Medicines Agency (EMA| Executive Director at the time of the meeting, and fifled: Successes and
challenges in drug development — a regulatory perspective

* Our dedicated presence at the meeting enabled us fo recruit 13 new members from among the roster of international delegates

* International links were further enhanced at WorldPharma by the popular Young Pharmacologists’ nefworking event, which was co-developed with colleagues at the Danish Pharmacological Society. The event attracted 45
young pharmacologists from a range of countries, including Australia, Bangladesh, America, Brazil, Serbia and the United Kingdom

* The new BPS website went live in November 2010 and featured increased services for our members, including a business networking site, news feeds, and a focus on our core activities: meetings, publications and
education. In addition, the site includes a ‘First visit" option which highlights activities and ifems that may be of interest to members of the public or other interested parties

* Members of the public are given immediate free access to selected review articles and free access to all content from our journals, the British Journal of Pharmacology (BJP) and the British Journal of Clinical Pharmacology
(BICP), 1 year affer publication

* BPS produced a broad selection of highly relevant scientific content through its journals, including themed issues and sections on pharmacokinetics, paediatric clinical frials, molecular pharmacology, cannabinoids and a
special issue dedicated to advanced receptor drug discovery, dedicated to the memory of Professor James Black, BPS member and Nobel Laureate, who died in 2010

 BJP's impact factor rose to 5.204, an increase of 6.16% while BJCP's impact factor rose to 3.246, an increase of 3.77%. Journal content was solicited from a range of BPS meefings and educational activities.

 During 2010, we published two issues of Pharmacology Matters with themes around Diseases of Global Importance, and Drugs of Abuse. Our monthly e-bulletin is now disseminated to approximately 3000 recipients and
is actively promoted to members of the public via the BPS website

As part of the new Connected Community networking site, which offers a new channel of communication between the BPS and its members, SIG groups were invited fo engage in discussions around their areas of interest.
We will be monitoring and assessing the effectiveness of this approach through 2011.

The BPS Industry Working Group met throughout 2010 to research and make recommendations on improving our services fo members and organisations from the pharmaceutical industry. Activities included the

development of a careers pathway session at Genesis 2010, a leading biotechnology networking conference, and a networking breakfast at the BPS Winter Meeting. BPS, through the Industry Group, also provided free
membership and a range of new services to pharmaceutical industry staff made redundant during the recent economic downtum

BPS took a tour of the Science of Curry presentation fo 3 schools in the inner-london area, and organised the Science of Chocolate presentation for a mixed age audience at the Cheltenham Science Festival. Our followers

on Facebook and Twitter grew during the year, and further services for members of the public were provided by our new YouTube channel, BPSTV, which features a range of interviews and lectures on pharmacological
subjects that are produced fo be accessible to the general public

A number of sponsored pharmacological talks were held across the UK, through 2010, organized by Student Societies to promote the discipline and highlight the benefits of BPS membership to UK bioscience students

At the end of 2010 we had 2763 members, a nef membership increase of 4.7% over the previous year. Several recruitment initiatives were launched in 2010, promoting the benefits of Society membership to MRC short
course applicants, journal authors, Infegrative Pharmacology Fund Fellows, VWorldPharma delegates, pharmaceutical industry groups and BPS workshop affendees

In the run up fo the 2010 UK general election BPS wrote letters to all Prospective Parliamentary Candidates emphasising the importance of pharmacology to the drug discovery and development industry, and highlighting
the contribution of the pharmaceutical industry to the UK economy. We also attended and reported on election hustings with science ministers during the same period.

BPS confributed to the Science is Vital group, and continued fo work with Campaign for Science and Engineering fo promote the maintenance of research and development funding for the UK science base. We also

called for the exemption of world class scientists and high quality students from the proposed Non-EU Economic Migrant Cap, which is regarded as a highly successful campaign with good outcomes for the science,
engineering and technology community

Industry Report

The BPS Industry Working Group met throughout
2010 under the choirmonship of Martin Todd, to
research and make recommendations on improving
services fo members and organisations from the
pharmaceutical industry.

The group underfook a wide ranging consultation
process, engaging BPS members along with
representatives from all aspects of industry, including
pharma and biotech organizations, regulatory
bodies, funding groups and frade associations.

The aim of this process was fo map out the

industry landscape and make recommendations

to BPS to enhance member services, and increase
the relevance of the Society to individuals and
organizations in the secfor.

Activities through 2010 included the development
of a careers pathway session at Genesis 2010,

a leading biotechnology networking conference
produced by OneNucleus, and a networking
breakfast at the BPS Winter Meeting. BPS, through
the Industry Group, also provided free membership
and a range of new services fo pharmaceutical
industry staff made redundant during the economic
downturn. This led fo the recruitment of 17

new members from industry, and the provision

of complimentary membership for five existing
members.
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New leaflets highlighting the benefits of BPS membership proved popular in 2010




Membership

During 2010 we highlighted the benefits of BPS
membership through a range of initiatives, including
WorldPharma 2010, BJP & BJCP Journal Authors, and
BPS workshop delegates. We recruited 13 new members
af WorldPharma in Copenhagen and 95 Journal authors
signed up for membership.

In December 2010 the AGM elected the following new
Honorary Fellows; Professor Nigel Baber, FBPharmacolS;
Professor Brian Furman, FBPharmacolS; Dr Alan Gibson;
Professor lan Martin and Professor Peter Roberts.

Professor Brian Furman

David VWyllie was elected a Fellow while 182 new
members, and 344 new Associate members (including
undergraduate and postgraduate students) were elected
during the year.

The tofal BPS membership on 31 December 2010
was 2784. There were 827 members of the
Clinical Pharmacology Section, of whom 245 were
undergraduate or postgraduate Associate members.

Advanced pharmacology education

Diploma in Advanced Pharmacology

The Diploma continues fo affract new applicants and
we had 37 registered candidates at the end of 2010.
Two Diploma students graduated af the Winter Meeting,
Llondon 2010 (David Winpenny and Felicity Gavins),

seven sfudents have now graduated from the diploma.

Diploma Review

An expert panel met during the year fo review the current
structure and operation of the Diploma and consider
options for ifs future. The panel consisted of:

e Professor Nick Goulding (chair)
e Dr Tom longden (young pharmacologist]
* Professor David Webb (clinical representative)

* Professor John Westwick (representative from
industry)

e Professor Olwyn Westwood [education quality)

The Review Panel was very impressed with the Diploma;
in particular it felt that the workshops were of great value
to the Society. Working with the Education and Training
Committee and the Diploma Steering Committee, it was
decided that the Diploma should continue in its current
form, mainfaining ifs high standards, but with some
important changes. Clearer guidance about timelines fo
finish the Diploma, and extenuating circumstances will be
implemented, and a broader constituency of delegates
will be encouraged fo attend workshops. Importantly, the
Diploma programme will be more flexible so there is only
a requirement to complete the General and Advanced
Receptor Theory workshop plus one other workshop from

the following:

e Statistics

* Integrative Pharmacology
* Drug Discovery

These changes are currently being implemented and the

revised Diploma will be advertised widely in due course.

Promoting women's careers

The Women in Pharmacology commitiee has been busy
over the last year.

AstraZeneca Prize for VWomen in Pharmacology

Professor Sue Brain received this prize, recognizing women
whose career achievements have confributed significantly
fo our understanding of a particular field through excellence
in research, at the BPS Winter Meeting 2010. Sue gave
an inspiring falk on her career in academia which was
followed by a networking reception.

Women in Pharmacology Mentoring Scheme

The BPS mentoring scheme entered its fourth year and
affracted more applicants than ever from academia,
indusiry, and healthcare. Nine mentor/mentee pairs were
successfully matched in 2010 and we now have 69
menfors registered on our database.

Effective Personal Presentation & Voice Skills training day
The BPS hosfed an ‘Effective Personal Presentation & Voice
Skills Training Day’ on 30 March 2010. The fraining day
was organized by the UKRC and run by Screenhouse
Training, part of an award-winning broadcast & media

fraining company Screenhouse Productions lid. The day
provided 11 women in SET with an opportunity o improve
their presentation skills by equipping the participants with the
skills required fo franslate their knowledge into confident and
engaging presentations. The session started by looking at
confidence, aftitude and passion, and then ways in which
this can be channelled into the way they communicate.

UKRC CEO Charter

On 11 March 2010 the BPS signed the UKRC CEO
Charter demonstrating our continued commitment fo this
cause. By signing the Charter the BPS will:

* Develop and communicate the business case for

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Supporting in vivo training

Integrative pharmacology fund

In 2004, a consortium of three pharmaceutical
companies (AstraZeneca, Plizer and GlaxoSmithKline)
established the £4m BPS Integrative Pharmacology Fund
(IPF). In 2010 the fund was used to support high quality
in vivo research and fraining in UK academic institutions
in the following ways:

e Additional funds fo support the in vivo costs of
18 MRC PhD and 28 MRes projects at the
Universities of Bristol, Cambridge, Glasgow,
Liverpool, Imperial College london and Queen

Mary, University of London

e Additional funds to support three in vivo
undergraduate projects fo cover the costs of
obtaining a Home Office licence.

e Confinued support of the Infegrative Mammalian
Biology Cenfres which have been esfablished af
Imperial College London, King's College London,
and the consortia between the Universities of
Manchester and Liverpool and of Glasgow and
Strathclyde.

e Strafegic Skills Awards
The BPS has been working with the BBSRC and
the MRC to develop the new Strategic Skill Award
scheme for in vivo science. This scheme, which was
launched in 2010, provides supplementary
research council funding o MRC and BBSRC PhD
studentships, supporting research fraining in
advanced integrative mammalian biology.

In vivo training fund

This fund supported in vivo training courses at six
universities in 2010 (Bath, Bristol, Glasgow, Leeds,
Manchester and Oxford). In total £30,500 was
committed to support 109 students. This funding was
only possible with generous support from the Infegrative
Pharmacology Fund, Novartis, Huntingdon Life Sciences,
AstraZeneca and Pfizer.

BPS/Physiological Society in vivo short courses

Three annual short courses, offering in vivo training fo
those who cannot access it at their home institutions are
held at King's College London, the University of Glasgow
and Bristol University. 27 students attended in 2010.

Higher education

Accreditation

We are working with the Society of Biology on their
plans fo accredit bioscience degrees, particularly

with respect fo their ‘in vivo' science degree pilot
programmes. BPS members and Angel Gate sfaff have
been appointed to key roles on accredifation planning
committees.

PhD standardization

The Bologna Process of consolidating and harmonizing
degree courses across Europe has now moved on fo
look at the potential for standardization or harmonization
of PhD education. A framework for PhD harmonization,
which would include Pharmacology PhD’s, is being
developed by ORPHEUS (Organization for PhD
Education in Biomedicine and Health Sciences in the
European System).

In 2010, Nick Goulding surveyed the views of BPS
members on various issues relating to the education
of PhD students in Pharmacology in the UK and
presented the results at WorldPharma 2010 in
Copenhagen. He concluded that UK pharmacologists
are generally reluctant to adopt a Europe-wide model
of PhD education, preferring to retain key elements

of apprenticeship-style training and examination by
monographic thesis and viva voce by two examiners.

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External Affairs

2010 was a busy and productive year for everyone
connected with the External Affairs committee.

International Relations

BPS support for WorldPharma 2010, which was held
in Copenhagen during July, enabled us to promote

our activities to over 3,200 registrants. Our sponsored
symposia were very well attended, while the newly
designed exhibition stand proved a popular desfination
for those seeking information about the Society, ifs
journals, educational activities and membership — we
recruited 13 pharmacologists to the BPS.

Dr Jeff Aronson, BPS President Emeritus gave the opening
lecture, Found in translation: Human phormocobgy

and applied pharmacology come of age, which was
supported by the distribution of copies of BJCP containing
Jeff's article on the same theme.

BPS representatives also used the opportunity provided
by WorldPharma to meet with colleagues from the
American Society for Pharmacology and Experimental
Therapeutics (ASPET), Australasian Society for Clinical
and Experimental Pharmacologists and Toxicologists
(ASCEPT), and the Chinese Pharmacological Society
(CPS), leading to a number of proposals for closer
links and joint meetings in the coming years. The first
product of those initiatives will take place at the BPS
Winter Meeting, london 2011, when the CPS will
present a symposium on ‘Clinical pharmacology of drug
development and clinical research in China’.

Science Festivals & Outreach

Having secured funding and logistical support from the
Depariment for Business, Innovation and Skills, we fook
our popular oufreach presentafion, the ‘Science of Curry’
fo three schools in Llondon, during March 2010.

The ‘Science of..." presentations help explain that
pharmacology is a central part of daily life, including the
spices that heat up some of the nation’s favourite dishes.

‘Science of Chocolate’ proved a hugely popular event at
the Cheltenham Science festival, selling out its venue and
affracting rave reviews for our presenters, Professor Clive

Page, Dr Andrea Sella and Dr Mark Miodownik.

At the British Science Festival, Professor Roger Pertwee
topped info a popular subject with his presentation:
Cannabinoid Research — is the grass greener? While the
talk proved very popular among attendees, Roger also
generated a lot of media attention by contributing to the
debate on cannabis licensing during press briefings on
behalf of the BPS. You can find coverage of this on the
Pharmacology in the Media pages at the BPS website.

Open discussion around medicinal cannabis usage
continued during our Winter Meeting, where BPS
member and chair of the govemnment's Advisory Council
on the Misuse of Drugs, Professor Les Iversen, delivered
the President’s Inaugural Public Lecture: Bringing cannabis
back info the medicine cabinet. If you missed this
fascinating evening, you can watch the entire lecture on
the Video Resources section of the BPS website.

Online services

After an extensive period of stakeholder engagement
and technical development, the new BPS website was
launched in November 2010. The site, which aims to
support the Society's core activities by displaying our
Journals, Meetings, and Education offerings prominently
on the homepage, also includes a range of increased or
improved resources, including:

e Scrolling news items from the wider pharmaceutical
and bioscience spheres

* Torgeted, inferactive menus for a range of
audiences on the homepage

* Increased and improved video and audio resources

* Updated and improved information on a range

The new site also features a members’ online networking
area, the BPS Connected Community. This facility
enables our members to:

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Meanwhile, our social networking sites continued to
prove a popular and useful way to highlight the work
of the Society to non-members and other organizations.
By December 2010, we had 870 Facebook fans,
380 Twitter followers and 563 viewers of our YouTube
channel, BPSTV.

These coordinated activities have resulted in a broader
"web footprint’ for the BPS, and have made it easier for
the casual visitor to find us using online search engines.

Science Policy

As 2010 was an election year, the BPS was more
engaged than ever in the policy arena. Using our own
confacts, and engaging with external organizations
such as the Campaign for Science and Engineering
and Society of Biology we undertook a variety of policy
activities, including:
* Attending science hustings with representatives from
all major political parties

* Wiriting leffers to Prospective Parliamentary
Candidates, highlighting the importance of the drug

* Signing up fo the Science is Vital campaign and
joining the argument for sustained funding of the
SET secfor in the 2010 Comprehensive Spending
Review [CSR)
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Media

BPS continued to increase its media inferaction through
2010. By developing contacts with news outlefs and
working with the Science Media Centre we were able fo
respond fo a significant number of stories as and when
they arose, and push the agenda for pharmacology in
the national and infernational press.

We also developed a more integrated approach to
developing news coverage, and have managed fo
promote stories involving the BPS, pharmacology as a
whole, or the policy work that we have been involved
with, to a wider audience using our Twitter and
Facebook feeds.

Resources and Archiving

2010 also saw the development of a new archiving
strategy for the Society, and a focus on capturing
important events on camera for our archive. Key
symposia and speaker inferviews were filmed at the BPS
Winter Meeting, while other outreach events such as the
‘Science of..." series and the President’s Public Lecture
were also captured.

The External Affairs committee also supported the creation
of video interviews with eminent pharmacologisfs. The
'life and work’ series included inferviews with Professors
Gus Born and Alan Cuthbert, and provide a fascinafing
insight info the changing face of science through 20th
and early 2 1sf centuries.

Over the course of 2010, we began updating the
Society’s promotional and exhibition materials.

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Structure Governance & Management

The Society’s governing document is its Memorandum,
Articles of Association, and Rules. In 1994, the Society
became a Company Llimited by Guarantee and therefore
has no share capital. In the event of its winding up, the
members’ liability is limited to £1 each. At the Annual
General Meeting on 16 December 2010, the members
resolved by Special Resolution to adopt modern, revised
Articles of Association (incorporating the Memorandum).

The Trustees are legally responsible for the overall
governance, strategy, and direction of the Society.

In terms of the Charities Act 2006, Trustees are
accountable to the Charity Commission for ensuring
that the Society's objectives as a registered charity are
being met. The Trustees are also the Directors of the
British Pharmacological Society. The Council of Trustees,
which meets twice a year, comprises the President
(Chair), President-elect, Honorary Treasurer, Chairman
of the Committee of Heads of Pharmacology, Chairman
of the Heads and Professors of Clinical Pharmacology
and Therapeutics, and four elected members (of whom
at least one is from industry and one from the clinical
section at the time of election). A full list of the trustees
can be found from p37.

Elections to the Council take place each year at

the AGM, and any paid up member of the Society,
ordinarily resident in the UK, can sfand. Trusfees are
elected to serve for periods of between three and four
years, depending on office.

Trustee Induction and Training

A job description has been produced for Council
members, which specifies the knowledge, skills, and
aftiributes that are needed by the members. Trusfee
fraining is undertaken af regular intervals.

Executive Committee

Council has delegated responsibility to the Executive
Committee to oversee the day to day operations of the
Society. Members of the Executive Committee are the
elected officers of the BPS, together with two members
directly elected by the membership. The usual term of
office for Executive Commitiee members is three years.

Committees and Working Groups

The Council (and Executive Committee) also have
Committees and Working Groups, to whom powers
are delegated. The Committees and Groups report
back to Council directly or via the Executive Committee,
depending on their constitution. Members of these
Committees and Groups comprise both Council and/or
Executive Committee appointments, together with other
members. The Clinical Pharmacology Section Committee
(which is a committee of the Executive Committee)
manages the affairs of the Clinical Pharmacology
Section. The Journals are managed by the Executive
Management Committees of their Editorial Boards.

How the Society is Organized
(Management|

The Council has ultimate responsibility for the Society’s
management, with the exception of those matters that
must be decided by a general meeting of the members.
The Council focuses on strategy and the Executive
Committee is delegated the responsibility for the general
management of the Society’s activities. The Trustees
employ a Chief Executive, who is responsible for
executing the decisions of commitiees and sub-commitiees
and for the day to day management of the Society’s
resources, including the other employees and the Angel
Gate building. At 31 December 2010 we had 10 full
time staff and utilized the services of specialist consultants
as required. The current staff and their respective job titles
can be found on p39. The Chief Executive reports back
to Council and Executive Committee on performance
against the objectives of the BPS.

The Society benefits from a great deal of voluntary work
by its members in the organization of meetings, editing,
and refereeing of manuscripts, service on committees and
panels, and many ofher activities.

The Society participates actively in the wider biosciences
community, both in the UK and infernationally, through

a variety of activities, including collaborative funding

of research and education initiatives and the hosting of
scientific meefings.
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Structure Governance & Management

Risk Assessment

The Trustees regularly review the risks to which the
Society is exposed, particularly activity, operational, and
financial risks, and ensure that procedures and reporting
regimes fo manage and reduce any identified risks are in
place.

The prime risk to which the Society is exposed continues
to be financial, particularly in respect of the income from
our journals. This risk is the predominant deferminate of

the level of free reserves held by the Society pursuant to
its Reserves Policy.

Unrestricted Funds - Result for the year

The Society's “unrestricted” charitable activities [excluding
investment fransactions) for the 12 month period fo 31
December 2010 resulted in a surplus of £384.2k (see
“NET INCOMING RESOURCES / (RESOURCES
EXPENDED) BEFORE TRANSFERS” in the Statement of
Financial Activities), compared with a surplus of £288.9k
for the previous 12 month period to 31 December
2009. The result reflects the very positive performance
from publishing acfivities.

Income & Expenditure

The charts show the income and expenditure for the
period (after netting the income and expenditure on
publishing activities). Inclusive of publishing activities, the
Society spent £2,583.3 gross (2009: £2,698.5k) on its
charitable activities, a litle over 87% (2009:90%) of its
incoming resources of £2,967.5k (2009: £2,987.4k).
In addition, a transfer of £5.0k was made to Restricted
Funds in respect of a donation fo the In-Vivo Teaching
initiative.

Publications

The Brifish Journal of Pharmacology and the British
Journal of Clinical Pharmacology continue to provide

the substantive portion of the Society’s unrestricted funds.
The net income for the period under review (£1,485.5k)
compares favourably with that for the 12 month period

fo 31 December 2009 (£1,405.5k). Both journals
confinue to maintain enviable renewal rates and in the
period under review, 5,700 insfitutions accessed the
journals via the Publisher’s licensed sales programmes.
As in 2009, the financial result for 2010 reflects further
gains from favourable exchange rate movements and
reprint sales in respect of British Journal of Clinical
Pharmacology articles.

Fducation Activities and Scientific
Meetings

Overall, 1,000 members and 151 non-members
participated in high quality BPS meetings and
educational activities.

The Society also supported infernational pharmacology
through its grants fo EPHAR and IUPHAR. The Society
provides grants fo EPHAR to enable it to hold meetings
and educational activities and also contributed funding
to WorldPharma 2010 (16th IUPHAR World Congress
of Basis and Clinical Pharmacology) in Copenhagen),
which it cohosted with IUPHAR and the Danish Sociefies.

Unrestricted expenditure on educational activities during
the period was £316.3k (2009: £384.4k) including
grants totaling £145.7k to universities, students and other
bodies and £25.7k of prizes fo science and medical
undergraduates.

Bursary grants fo individuals totaled £67.7k enabling
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Financial Review

106 members to participate in BPS and third-party
educational activities.

Society Members continue fo enjoy free access to

the Society’s main meetings and thus revenue derives
mainly from non-member registration fees and fees for
focused meetings, trade exhibitions and sponsorship.
Promulgating excellent scientific research by running high
quality scientific meefings is one of the Society’s prime
objectives. Providing access to such meetings af zero

or subsidised cost continues o be a key element of the
Society's financial strategy.

Members' Services

Income from membership subscriptions continues to
reflect the relatively stable constituents of our membership
portfolio. Total expenditure on services for members

in the period under review was £465.3k (2009:
£416.4k). During 2010, we completed and launched
our new website and undertook a series of inifiafives fo
further develop our back office systems fo integrate them
with the new website. Corporate subscriptions to other
organizations remain at approximately the same level to

those paid in 2009.

Other Costs

Central Office overheads not directly atiributable to
other activities were in line with expectations and there
were no extraordinary expenditure items. Governance
costs showed an increase over 2009 as a result of
professional costs associated with the review of the
Society’s constitutional documents.
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Investment Performance

The period to 31 December 2010 was a relatively
positive period for our investments which, primarily due
fo stabilisation (and some growth) in major markets in
the period under review, posted net gains of £277.2k,
compared fo net gains of £590. 1k in the 12 months to
31 December 2009.

In 2010 we completed a review of our investment
strategy and with the advice of our investment managers
the investments were split into a Liquidity Fund and a
separate Growth Fund. Since 1 June 2010, the Growth
and liquidity funds portfolios are measured against

the APCIMS (Association of Private Client Investment
Managers and Stockbrokers) Balanced and the FTSE
Government All Stocks benchmarks respectively. In the
period since the portfolios were restructured, these rose
by 11.7% and 2.9% respectively, whilst the FTSE 100
Index of leading Shares rose by 16.4%.

Restricted Funds

Our restricted fund balances remain wholly adequate to
support current levels of commitments and liabilities. The
largest tranche of restricted funds supports the Infegrative
Pharmacology Fund which in tumn promotes research and
fraining in infegrative pharmacology. Major donations
during the period resulted from industry support for the
Society’s in-vivo educational activities (£42k).

Balance Sheet

After accounting for the movements detailed above, the
balance sheet continues fo evidence that the Society has

the financial resources required to meet its charitable
objects.

Reserves Policy

The Trustees have examined the Society’s requirements
for free reserves in the light of predominant risks to the
Society. These are identified as loss of income from our
journals and forward financial commitments to planned
Scientific Meetings. In 2009, a decision was faken that
the farget reserve level should be revised down from 4
fo 2 years working capital. The Society estimates that it
might need 2 years’ working capital (excluding journal
activities), to allow for the development of new initiatives
[where it would incur significant expenditure in advance
of anticipated income]. As at 31 December, the rafio
of free reserves fo annual working capital exceeded

the optimum level as a result of cash inflow from our
publishing activities — this cash will be utilized for
charitable and operational activities in 2011.

Investment Policy

The Society's invesiments are managed on a fully
discretionary basis by Brewin Dolphin Securities.

The current investment strategy is designed to underpin
the Society’s free reserves requirement, providing a buffer
against sudden loss of income, pending resfructuring to
a revised, balanced budget, from ifs traditional activities.
We also need to invest to meet medium/longterm
liabilities which may arise from our usual activities, to
hedge against future inflation and to provide for major
capital expenditure items.



Financial Review

In the period under review and with guidance and
assistance from its invesiment manager, the Society
reviewed and restructured its invested assets fo provide
long term growth and income (from a balanced,
diversified, medium risk weighted portfolio); and liquidity
(from a portfolio including UK and foreign bonds,
government securifies and cash).

Public Benefits Test

The Trustees confirm that they have complied with the
duty in Section 4 of the Charities Act 2006 to have due
regard to the Charity Commission’s general guidance on
public benefit “Charities and Public Benefit”.

The Society is the primary UK learned society
concerned with research info drugs and the way they
work. The Society’s acfivities support the education

of scientists, clinicians, university and school students,
the general public and the dissemination of research

in pharmacology and clinical pharmacology.
Pharmacology is responsible for the discovery of
hundreds of chemicals used in the treatment of disease
and the relief of human and animal suffering, as

well as contributing substantially to the success of the
pharmaceutical and healthcare industries.

Honorary Treasurer's Statement

The Society’s medium term financial strategy is to work
within a budget which is determined by our contracted
income. Budgets for charitable activities are bid for by
our various operational committees and agreed by the
Trustees.  Expenditure within budgets is delegated to

the committees who must account for both spend and
value for money in subsequent budget rounds, and this
regulated devolved budgetary process is now established
and working very well. An overview of the Society’s
finances, including detailed management reports and
cash flow summaries, is provided fo the Trustees at
regular intervals during the year, and the Finance &

Risk Committee reports to the Trustees and Executive
Committee on financial prudence, cost control, risk and
maximizing efficiency.

| am very pleased to report the Society’s finances
remain wholly adequate for achieving the society's
charitable objectives and our general funds (reserves)
have recovered the very near value “lost” in 2008 as

a result of the fall in world financial markets (“credit
crunch”). Markets remain uncertain and quite volatile,
with budget deficits in UK and USA a serious concem,
so we must confinue to take a cautious approach with
respect to our expenditure and investments in the short-
medium term. Our charitable expenditure amounted to
a litfle over 87% of incoming resources and the excess
revenue will be used fo underpin a series of projects

in 2011 which are aimed af: improving our ability to
communicate with members and the wider community;
affracting new members; promoting pharmacology as an
education resource, and further developing the Society's
services fo industry, healthcare and education. We will
confinue to work with the Department of Health and
others fo provide elearning initiatives for junior docfors
and other healthcare professionals, especially as regards
prescribing.

The improvements in our communication and
development tools which came online in 2010 and
initiatives in respect of mdusfry liaison and clinical
pharmacology will ensure that the Society continues fo
lead the field in services for pharmacologists and the
wider community.

The Society continues to deliver quality and value for
money services in furtherance of its charitable objects,
brought about by the hard tfeamwork of volunteers and
all the staff at Angel Gate. | am particularly grateful to
Kevin Kearns, the Society's DCEO, Company Secrefary
and Finance Director for all his hard work and excellent
advice and guidance fo the Finance & Risk Committee.
